Mission:
The American Red Cross, a humanitarian organization led by volunteers and guided by its Con-
gressional Charter and the Fundamental Principles of the International Red Cross Movement, will 
provide relief to victims of disasters and help people prevent, prepare for, and respond to disasters 
and other life-threatening emergencies.

Emergency Services:
This year, our chapter responded to a local emergency an average of once every 29 hours.  Volun-
teers from this region were also deployed to large-scale national emergencies such as hurricanes 
and wildfires.  From serving on the front lines of a disaster to helping a military family commu-
nicate in an emergency to teaching our region about disasters, our emergency services team helps 
our community prepare for and recover from emergencies.

Volunteers provided more than 1,523 individuals from 533 families with assis-
tance such as food, clothing, and shelter on the scene of 321 disasters �this year.

Through the Armed Forces Emergency Services Program (AFES), 485 local 
military families relied on the Red Cross to connect U.S. Service Members with 
their families during times of crisis and for 24-hour emergency counseling � 
and support.

More than 473 individuals attended disaster response training courses, giving 
them the skills to operate a disaster shelter, provide food to disaster victims, or 
assess disaster damage.

Health & Safety Services:
For nearly a century, our chapter has made this region safer through train-
ing programs and courses for individuals, families, schools, and businesses.

The Red Cross saved lives by equipping nearly 45,000 
individuals with vital skills this year.  Our courses 
include training in First Aid, Adult and Infant CPR, 
Automated External Defibrillators (AEDs),  
and Lifeguarding.

470 seniors were able to live safely and independently 
through Lifeline, a personal emergency response service.

Disasters can happen anytime, 
anywhere.  What would you do in 
an emergency?

your family find a safe place to meet?  Would you be able to 
provide CPR to a family member a neighbor?

The Promise to Prepare campaign aims to make Southwestern 
Pennsylvania the most-prepared region in the country.  We 
are encouraging 10,000 individuals to make their promise to 
make a disaster plan, build a disaster kit, get trained in lifesav-
ing skills, and/or volunteer.  Taking these steps will help our 
community be ready for an emergency.  To date, more than 
3,400 individuals have made their Promise to Prepare.

Senior Volunteerism:
The American Red Cross Southwestern Pennsylvania Chapter 
is proud to sponsor two federal-grant senior volunteer pro-
grams.  These programs provide our communities with vital 
services and provide our citizens with valuable opportunities 
to make a difference.

The Retired & Senior Volunteer Program (RSVP) 
of Allegheny County enabled 723 volunteers age 
55+ to apply their experience and skills to im-
prove the community at 99 organizations  
this year.

The Foster Grandparent Program allowed 218 
seniors to serve as mentors, tutors, and caregivers 
for more than 4,360 special-needs children this 
year.  This program spans Allegheny, Beaver, But-
ler, Fayette, Greene, and Washington counties.
